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Yemeni Humanitarian Context Overview 2024

In 2024, Yemen finds itself at a crossroads. Yemen continues to face a complex protection crisis driving humanitarian needs
in the country. The crisis characterized by civilian casualties, protracted large-scale displacement, marginalization, and dis-
criminatory norms continues to have a profound impact on the people across the country, including contributing to negative
coping mechanisms. In areas of reduced hostilities with improved stability and security, the effects of the prolonged crisis
persist. Severe deterioration of economic conditions, extensive damaged civilian infrastructure and the collapse of basic ser-
vices are key drivers of large-scale vulnerabilities and needs countrywide. Accelerating economic deterioration has driven lo-
cal grievances and rivalries. Children in particular carry psychological scars from years of violence and displacement. Women
face numerous risks, such as restricted access to reproductive health and services addressing gender-based violence (GBV).
Mine contamination is not only endangering the lives of civilians but also presents key obstacles to sustainable solutions
including IDPs returning to their places of origin, integration, and settlement elsewhere. ADO, pursue to duplicate the humani-

tarian efforts to save people especially vulnerable children/women.

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Food Security & Livelihood:

The protracted nature of the food crisis in Yemen is characterized by interlocking vulnerabilities and compounding factors
including conflict, displacement of populations, economic instability, currency fluctuations, rising food prices, climate change
hazards and sub-optimal access to basic services.

An estimated 17.6 million people in Yemen (52 per cent of the total population) are likely to be severely food insecure (IPC
phase 3 and above) in 2024, with 6 million expected to experience emergency levels of food insecurity (Phase 4). The highest
proportions of population in emergency and crisis phases are expected to be in Al Hodeidah, Dhamar, Hajjah, Marib, Sana’a,
Sa’dah, and Ta'iz Governorates. The overall food security situation is projected to be similar to 2023 owing to the prevalent
drivers of food insecurity in the country amidst risk of escalating regional conflicts, severe funding constrains and operational
challenges in the humanitarian food assistance. This calls for the need for more robust targeting approach for the collective
food security response with succinct linkages with social protection interventions in order to reach the most vulnerable people
with an impactful package of assistance.

In 2024, as part of its ongoing efforts to address humanitarian challenges within FSL sector, Abs Development Organization
implemented the “Hunger Crisis Response Project in Yemen” funded by DKH, targeting the most vulnerable families in Mokha
District, Taiz Governorate.

The project combining emergency assistance, livelihood support, and infrastructure rehabilitation. The project provided condi-
tional cash support to 700 individuals (100 households) and unconditional cash assistance to 556 households (3,892 individu-
als) to meet essential needs and promote self-sufficiency. Additionally, 10,033 households (70,231 individuals) benefited from
the rehabilitation of community assets, including the main road connecting Mokha and Khokha. Infrastructure improvements
included constructing an 18 cubic meter protection wall, installing 100 cubic meters of gabions to protect agricultural lands
from floods, and stone paving road edges to enhance durability and access. The project addressed immediate humanitarian
needs while fostering long-term community resilience.

The project contributed to improving the living conditions of the targeted families by providing direct financial support, enabling
them to cope with the burdens of daily life. It is part of Abs Development Organization’s commitment to responding to human-
itarian crises and strengthening the resilience of affected communities in Yemen.




Protection

ADO works to prevent, reduce, mitigate and re-
spond to protection threats, especially towards
those communities affected by displacement,
conflict and/or vulnerable groups in Yemen in
general. This is mainly done while alleviating
their vulnerabilities and strengthening their
adaptive capacities. The selection criteria for
beneficiaries, as well as the assistance provid-
ed, are based on area-based analysis and prior-
itization of threats, risks and weaknesses. ADO
protection team provides services to the IDPs
and vulnerable members of the host commu-
nity. In 2024, the deterioration of the economic
conditions led to an increase in the number of
poor HHs and loss of income. This was reflect-
ed in the children’s dropping out of education.
Besides, the increasing cases of early marriage
for young girls due to the exploitation of the
financial situation of HHs. As a result, young
girls were exposed to health and psychological
risks What’s more, the war and the bombing of
populated areas has led to the exposure of chil-
dren, in those targeted areas to psychological
and pathological issues.

Therefore, ADO has established a program
based on three main pillars: Child protection,
gender-based violence and general Protection.
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Reducing lliness, Violence,
and Abuse through Systematic
Empowerment (RISE)

Child Protection

During 2024, ADO has achieved the principle
of child protection through defending chil-
dren;s rights, working to protect their rights,
helping them meet their basic daily needs and
providing them with opportunities to explore
their capabilities. ADO believes that ensuring
the rights of children and providing their basic
needs form the nucleus of sustainable devel-
opment for countries. Consequently, ADO pro-
vided health, psychological and social support
to 474 boys and 497 girls, in addition to raise
awareness about the importance of the child’s
mental and physical health. ADO stimulated
support reintegrating activities represented by
friendly spaces and their recreational activities
to properly reintegrate children into society.

Gender-based violence

In this regard, community centers for girls and
women affected by early marriage were sup-
ported, where they receive training, rehabilita-
tion, and psychosocial support. These centers
provide specialized vocational and skills train-
ing to raise their awareness about their rights.
To date, 1,339 beneficiaries have been target-
ed with training, referrals, and the provision of
psychological support and counseling, aiming
to reduce gender-based violence.

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Water, Sanitation &
Hygiene (WASH)

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Hunger Crisis Response
Project in Yemen — West coast

As part of its emergency efforts to address the
hunger crisis in Yemen, Abs Development Or-
ganization implemented the “Response to the
Hunger Crisis” project, funded by DKH, in the
water sector in Al-Mokha city, Taiz Governor-
ate. The project benefited 2,086 individuals
from the rehabilitation of two wells, which were
equipped with solar energy and pumps, along
with training two community committees to
manage their operation. The project also in-
cluded a sanitation campaign benefiting 5,022
households (35,154 beneficiaries), which in-
volved distributing 52 work uniforms to sanita-
tion workers and providing the municipality and
the sanitation fund with tools and operational

expenses. Additionally, 1,474 households

(10,318 beneficiaries) benefited from hygiene

awareness campaigns to raise community

awareness about the importance of cleanli-

ness and improve health conditions. This proj-

ect reflects the organization’s commitment to

meeting emergency needs and enhancing the
sustainability of water and health resources in
affected areas.
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Nutrition

Malnutrition among mothers and children re-
mains a major public health humanitarian cri-
sis in Yemen. In 2024, an estimated 0.54 million
children under five are in need of quality life-
saving treatment for severe wasting including
54,000 children with severe acute malnutrition
with medical complications. Furthermore ap-
proximately 1.8 million children are in urgent
need of life saving treatment for moderate wast-
ing. Timely and effective treatment will reduce
risk of mortality and lead to better long term
physical and cognitive development of the af-
fected children. An estimated 7 million children
and PLWs are living in areas affected by acute
food insecurity. The prevalence of the optimal
feeding and caring practices continue to be low
among PLWs, including insufficient access of
mothers and children to healthy, sufficient and
diverse diets.

Out of the total children and PLWs in need of
humanitarian nutrition response, around 2.6
million are showing very severe needs in 112
districts in 13 governorates. The overall mal-
nutrition problem in Yemen is shown to have
been exacerbated by high poverty levels, food
insecurity, sub optimal child feeding and car-
ing practices, high child disease burden mainly
due to measles and diarrhea—as well as poor
access to basic services.

Increasing Resilience through Innovative and Sustainable Improvement of Food
Security and Livelihoods for Returnees, IDPs and Host Communities in the Western
Coastal areas of Yemen.

ADO, in partnership with the German organization Diakonie Katstrofthilfe and with support from BMZ, completed the implemen-
tation of the project “Increasing Resilience through Innovative and Sustainable Improvement of Food Security and Livelihoods
for Returnees, IDPs and Host Communities in the Western Coastal Areas of Yemen.” The project included the formation of
two 50-member community committees to follow up with fishermen in Mokha and Khokha (Taiz and Hodeidah governorates,
respectively) and the distribution of productive assets to 825 families (5775 beneficiaries), including 165 boats with engines
and accessories such as nets, life jackets, and Magellan compasses. Activities also included sensitizing 1,920 fishermen on
the causes of post-harvest crop loss, forming 10 male small groups (50 beneficiaries) and 12 female small groups (60 bene-
ficiaries). In addition, 50 beneficiaries were trained on engine and boat maintenance, entrepreneurship and marketing, and 60
beneficiaries were trained on weaving and maintaining nets and sails, trading and preserving fish and were provided with the
necessary equipment to start their own projects and provide sustainable income opportunities for them and their families and
live with dignity. 450 women and 1,050 fishermen were also sensitized on financial resources and available products, with the
aim of promoting sustainable livelihoods and building the capacities of the targeted communities.
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Strengthening public service capacities for integrated response to reach the most vulnerable people —
SIRI Under the component: Strengthening institutional and economic resilience in Yemen Infrastructure
and equipment under the Local Resilience and Recovery Fund:

This project is designed to enhance the role of local authorities in responding to the needs of vulnerable peoplein 5
districts in Hajja governorate (Abs, Hajja city, Najra,, Mustaba and AlMihabisha), nine prioritized projects were iden-
tified to be implemented under this project in several sectors including education and health facilities, water and
sanitation networks and rods improvements, Those nine prioritized projects involve rehabilitation /construction of 4
health facilities in Four districts in Hajja (Abs, Mustaba, Al Mahabisha and Najra districts), 1 school in AlMahabisha dis-
trict, 3 water network project in Al Aman of Najra district, Abs and Mustaba’a, 2 sanitation projectsin Hajja city and Al
Mahabisha and 5 roads improvement projects (1 in Mustaba, 2 in Hajja city, 1 in Najra and 1 in Al Mahabisha and Abs).
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Construction of the obstetric and neonatal
emergency annex to Al Mahbasha Rural Hos-
pital

within Al Mahabisha City, located in Hajja Governorate,
and funded by the European Union through UNDP lead-
ership, ADO completed a comprehensive construction
project of the obstetric and neonatal emergency annex
to Al Mahbasha Rural Hospital targeting 540,037 bene-
ficiaries. The project entailed the construction of three
rooms on the ground floor, designated as a nursery
department, to support neonatal care. Additionally, an
entirely new floor was built to house the obstetrics and
neonatal emergency department. This new floor includes
15 specialized clinics and rooms, equipped with essen-
tial annexes and three bathrooms, ensuring high-quality
services for women and newborns.
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Renovate and rehabilitate, Al
Dhenoobah Health center

within Najra District, located in Hajja Governorate,
and with funding from the European Union under
the leadership of UNDP, ADO successfully complet-
ed avital healthcare infrastructure project of Al Dhe-
noobah Health center benefiting 20,500 individuals.
The project included completing the construction
and rehabilitation of a health unit, ensuring access
to essential medical services for the community. It
also encompassed the rehabilitation of the facility's
fence and its accessories, expanding and upgrad-
ing the generator room, and rehabilitating a water
harvesting tank with a capacity of 47 cubic meters
to secure sustainable water supply. Additionally, the
project provided the health unit with essential medi-
cal devices and equipment, established a waste man-
agement area with an incinerator for safe disposal

Ill.. of medical waste, and equipped the facility with so-
lar energy to ensure uninterrupted power supply.
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Annex construction of Al Rugee
Health Center and rehabilitation of
the center in Mustaba’a

district

ADO completed the rehabilitation of Al Rugee
Health Center in Najra District, Hajja Governorate,
with funding from the European Union under the
leadership of UNDP. The project, which benefited
20,500 individuals, included the construction of a
five-room annex to expand the health center’s ca-
pacity and improve its services. Additionally, the
project involved building a fence with its accesso-
ries to enhance security, rehabilitating the main
structure of the center, and constructing a durable
concrete water tank to ensure a sustainable water
supply. The health center was also equipped with
essential medical devices and equipment, fully Fur-
nished, and landscaped to create a welcoming and
functional environment. To further support its oper-
ations, the facility was powered with solar energy,
ensuring reliable and eco-friendly electricity.
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Renovate and rehabilitate,
Al Dhenoobah Health center

In 2024, ADO successfully rehabilitated and equipped the
kidney dialysis center in Abs District, Hajja Governorate,
with funding from the European Union under the leader-
ship of UNDP. The project serves approximately 500,000
residents, including 180 kidney failure patients in Abs
District and 352 patients in the Tihama region. Key inter-
ventions included the provision of 10 advanced dialysis
machines and 10 dialysis chairs, ensuring high-quality
treatment for patients. The center was further equipped
with essential medical and laboratory equipment, as well
as a sterilization unit to maintain hygienic standards. To
ensure uninterrupted operations, a 150 kVA generator
and 10 UPS backup systems were installed, providing re-
liable power for critical procedures. The project also in-
cluded minor construction works, such as installing alu-
minum partitions and handrail handles in the corridors,
enhancing the center’s functionality and accessibility.
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Water, Sanitation & Hygiene
(WASH)

Rehabilitation of the
internal sanitation network for the South part
of Hajjah city

ADO successfully completed the rehabilitation of the
sewage system in Hajja City District, Hajja Governorate,
benefiting approximately 165,000 residents. Funded by
the European Union under the leadership of UNDP, the
project aimed to improve sanitation infrastructure and
promote public health in the community. Key activities
included the supply and replacement of the existing sew-
age pipe network, spanning 905 meters, to ensure effi-
cient wastewater management. Additionally, the project
involved the maintenance of manhole walls, floors, and
covers, as well as connecting the rehabilitated network
to the main sanitation system.
